Elizabeth was barren, and they
both were well advanced in years.

8 Now while he executed the
priest's of fice before God in the
order of his division 9 according to
the custom of the priest's of fice,
his lot was to enter into the temple
of the Lord and burn incense.

10 The whole multitude of the
people were praying outside at the
hour of incense.

11 An angel of the Lord appeared
to him, standing on the right side of
the altar of incense.

20 Behold, you will be silent and not
able to speak until the day that
these things will happen, because
you didn't believe my words, which
will be fulfilled in their proper time."

21 The people were waiting for
Zacharias, and they marvelled that
he delayed in the temple.

22 When he came out, he could not
speak to them. They perceived that
he had seen a vision in the temple.
He continued making signs to them,
and remained mute.

23 When the days of his service
were fulfilled, he departed to his
house. 24 After these days
Elizabeth his wife conceived,

49 For he who is mighty has done
great things for me. Holy is his
name.

50 His mercy is for generations and
generations on those who fear him.

51 He has shown strength with his
arm. He has scattered the proud in
the imagination of their hearts.



Luke 1:52-66 52 He has put

down princes from their thrones, and
has exalted the lowly.

53 He has filled the hungry with
good things. He has sent the rich
away empty.

54 He has given help to Israel, his
servant, that he might remember
mercy, 55 as he spoke to our
fathers, to Abraham and his
offspring forever."

56 Mary stayed with her about
three months, and then returned to
her house.

57 Now the time that Elizabeth
should give birth was fulfilled, and
she gave birth to a son.

58 Her neighbours and her relatives
heard that the Lord had magnified
his mercy towards her, and they
rejoiced with her.

59 On the eighth day, they came

..to circumcise the child; and they
would have called him Zacharias,
after the name of his father.

60 His mother answered, "Not so;
but he will be called John.”

61 They said to her, "There is no
one amongst your relatives who is
called by this name.” 62 They made
signs to his father, what he would
have him called.

63 He asked for a writing tablet,
and wrote, "His name is John."

They all marvelled.

64 His mouth was opened
immediately and his tongue freed,
and he spoke, blessing God.

65 Fear came on all who lived
around them, and all these sayings
were talked about throughout all the
hill country of Judea.

66 All who heard them laid them up
in their heart, saying, "What then ...



Luke 1:66-80 " will this child
be?” The hand of the Lord was with
him.

67 His father Zacharias was filled
with the Holy Spirit, and prophesied,
saying,

68 "Blessed be the Lord, the God of
Israel, for he has visited and
redeemed his people;

69 and has raised up a horn of
salvation for us in the house of his
servant David 70 (as he spoke by the
mouth of his holy prophets who have
been from of old),

77 to give knowledge of salvation to
his people by the remission of their
sins, 78 because of the tender
mercy of our God, by which the dawn
from on high will visit us,

79 to shine on those who sit in
darkness and the shadow of death; to
guide our feet into the way of
peace.”

80 The child was growing and
becoming strong in spirit, and was in
the desert until the day of his public
appearance to Israel.

10 Hezekiah became the father of
Manasseh. Manasseh became the
father of Amon. Amon became the
father of Josiah.

11 Josiah became the father of
Jechoniah and his brothers at the
time of the exile to Babylon.

12 After the exile to Babylon,
Jechoniah became the father of
Shealtiel.



Matthew 1:12-21 shealtiel
became the father of Zerubbabel.

13 Zerubbabel became the father
of Abiud. Abiud became the father
of Eliakim. Eliakim became the
father of Azor.

14 Azor became the father of
Zadok. Zadok became the father of
Achim. Achim became the father of
Eliud.

15 Eliud became the father of
Eleazar. Eleazar became the father
of Matthan. Matthan became the
father of Jacob.

16 Jacob became the father of
Joseph, the husband of Mary, from
whom was born Jesus, who is called
Christ.

17 So all the generations from
Abraham to David are fourteen
generations; from David to the exile
to Babylon fourteen generations; and
from the carrying away to Babylon

..}o the Christ, fourteen
generations.

18 Now the birth of Jesus Christ
was like this: After his mother,
Mary, was engaged to Joseph,
before they came together, she was
found pregnant by the Holy Spirit.

19 Joseph, her husband, being a
righteous man, and not willing to
make her a public example, intended
to put her away secretly.

20 But when he thought about
these things, behold, an angel of the
Lord appeared to him in a dream,
saying, "Joseph, son of David, don't
be afraid to take to yourself Mary
as your wife, for that which is
conceived in her is of the Holy
Spirit.

21 She shall give birth to a son. You
shall name him Jesus, for it is he
who shall save his people from their
sins."

13 Suddenly, there was with the
angel a multitude of the heavenly

14 "Glory to God in the highest, on
earth peace, good will fowards men."

15 When the angels went away from
them into the sky, the shepherds
said to one another, "Let's go to
Bethlehem, now, and see this thing
that has happened, which the Lord

.. has made known to us." 16 They
came with haste, and found both
Mary and Joseph, and the baby was
lying in the feeding trough.

17 When they saw it, they
publicised widely the saying which
was spoken to them about this child.

18 All who heard it wondered at the
things which were spoken to them by
the shepherds. 19 But Mary kept all
these sayings, pondering them in her
heart.

20 The shepherds returned,
glorifying and praising God for all
the things that they had heard and
seen, just as it was told them.

21 When eight days were fulfilled
for the circumcision of the child, his
name was called Jesus, which was
given by the angel before he was
conceived in the womb.

22 When the days of their
purification according to the law



Luke 2:22-35 ..of Moses were
fulfilled, they brought him up to
Jerusalem, to present him to the
Lord 23 (as it is written in the law of
the Lord, "Every male who opens the
womb shall be called holy to the
Lord"), 24 and to offer a sacrifice
according to that which is said in the
law of the Lord, "A pair of
turtledoves, or two young pigeons.”

25 Behold, there was a man in
Jerusalem whose name was Simeon.
This man was righteous and devout,
looking for the consolation of Israel,
and the Holy Spirit was on him.

26 It had been revealed to him by
the Holy Spirit that he should not
see death before he had seen the
Lord's Christ.

27 He came in the Spirit into the
temple. When the parents brought in
the child, Jesus, that they might do
concerning him according to the
custom of the law,

28 then he received him into his
arms, and blessed God, and said, 29
"Now you are releasing your servant,
Master, according to your word, in
peace;

30 for my eyes have seen your
salvation, 31 which you have
prepared before the face of all
peoples:;

32 a light for revelation o the
nations, and the glory of your people
Israel."

33 Joseph and his mother were
marvelling at the things which were
spoken concerning him,

34 and Simeon blessed them, and
said o Mary, his mother, "Behold,
this child is set for the falling and
the rising of many in Israel, and for
a sign which is spoken against.

35 Yes, a sword will pierce through
your own soul, that the thoughts of
many hearts may be revealed.”
