10:1-12 1"Most certainly, I
tell you, one who doesn't enter by
the door into the sheep fold, but
climbs up some other way, is a
thief and a robber.

2 But one who enters in by the
door is the shepherd of the sheep.
3 The gatekeeper opens the gate
for him, and the sheep listen to his
voice. He calls his own sheep by
name, and leads them out.

4 Whenever he brings out his
own sheep, he goes before them,
and the sheep follow him, for they
know his voice.

5 They will by no means follow a
stranger, but will flee from him;
for they don't know the voice of
strangers.”

31 Then the Jews who were with
her in the house and were consoling
her, when they saw Mary, that she
rose up quickly and went ouft,
followed her, saying, "She is going to
the tomb to weep there.”

32 Therefore when Mary came to
where Jesus was and saw him, she
fell down at his feet, saying to him,

“Lord, if you would have been

here, my brother wouldn't have
died.”

33 When Jesus therefore saw her
weeping, and the Jews weeping who
came with her, he groaned in the
spirit, and was troubled, 34 and said,
"Where have you laid him?"

They told him, "Lord, come and
see." 35 Jesus wept.

36 The Jews therefore said, "See
how much affection he had for him!"

37 Some of them said, "Couldn't
this man, who opened the eyes of
him who was blind, have also kept
this man from dying?"

26 But the Counsellor, the Holy
Spirit, whom the Father will send in
my name, will teach you all things,
and will remind you of all that I said
to you.

27 Peace I leave with you. My
peace I give to you; hot as the
world gives, I give to you. Don't let
your heart be troubled, neither let
it be fearful.

28 You heard how I told you, 'I
go away, and I come to you." If you

loved me, you would have
rejoiced, because I said T am
going to my Father;’ for the
Father is greater than I.

29 Now I have told you before
it happens so that when it
happens, you may believe.

30 T will no more speak much
with you, for the prince of the
world comes, and he has nothing
in me.

31 But that the world may
know that I love the Father, and
as the Father commanded me,
even so I do.

Arise, let's go from here.
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
