John 20:1-13 1 Now on the
first day of the week, Mary
Magdalene went early, while it was
still dark, to the tomb, and saw the
stone taken away from the tomb.

He revealed himself this
way.

2 Simon Peter, Thomas called
Didymus, Nathanael of Cana in
Galilee, and the sons of Zebedee,
and two others of his disciples were
together. 3 Simon Peter said to
them, "I'm going fishing."

17 He said to him the third time,
"Simon, son of Jonah, do you have
affection for me?"

Peter was grieved because he
asked him the third time, "Do you
have affection for me?" He said to
him, "Lord, you know everything. You
know that I have affection for you."

Jesus said to him, "Feed my
sheep.

18 Most certainly T tell you, when
you were young, you dressed
yourself and walked where you
wanted to."



John 21:18-Acts 2:2

18 "But when you are old, you will
stretch out your hands, and another
will dress you and carry you where
you don't want to go."

19 Now he said this, signifying by
what kind of death he would glorify
God. When he had said this, he said

to him, "Follow me."

20 Then Peter, turning around,
saw a disciple following. This was the
disciple whom Jesus loved, the one
who had also leaned on J esus’ breast
at the supper and asked, "Lord, who
is going to betfray you?" 21 Peter
seeing him, said to Jesus, "Lord,
what about this man?"

Acts 1:1-2 1 The first book I
wrote, Theophilus, concerned all
that Jesus began both to do and to
teach,

2 until the day in which he was
received up, after he had given
commandment through the Holy
Spirit to the apostles whom he had
chosen.



Acts 1:3-12 3 To these he

also showed himself alive after he
suffered, by many proofs, appearing
to them over a period of forty days,
and speaking about God's Kingdom.

4 Being assembled together with
them, he commanded them, "Don't
depart from Jerusalem, but wait for
the promise of the Father, which you
heard from me.
