1:1 Jude, a servant of Jesus Christ,
and brother of James, to those who are
called, sanctified by God the Father, and
kept for Jesus Christ: 2 May mercy,
peace, and love be multiplied to you.

3 Beloved, while I was very eager to
write to you about our common salvation,
T was constrained to write to you
exhorting you to contend earnestly for
the faith which was once for all delivered
to the saints.

4 For there are certain men who crept
in secretly, even those who were long ago
written about for this condemnation:
ungodly men, turning the grace of our
God into indecency, and denying our only
Master, God, and Lord, Jesus Christ.

14 About these also Enoch, the
seventh from Adam, prophesied, saying,

sinners have spoken against him."

16 These are murmurers and
complainers, walking after their lusts—
and their mouth speaks proud things—
showing respect of persons to gain
advantage.

21 Keep yourselves in God's love,
looking for the mercy of our Lord Jesus
Christ to eternal life.

22 On some have compassion, making
a distinction, 23 and some save,
snatching them out of the fire with
fear, hating even the clothing stained
by the flesh.

24 Now to him who is able to keep
them§ from stumbling, and to present
you faultless before the presence of his
glory in great joy, 25 to God our
Saviour, who alone is wise, be glory and
majesty, dominion and power, both now
and forever. Amen.

8 "To the angel of the assembly in
Smyrna write: "The first and the last,
who was dead, and has come to life says
these things:

9 "I know your works, oppression, and
your poverty (but you are rich), and the
blasphemy of those who say they are
Jews, and they are not, but are a
synagogue of Satan.

10 Don't be afraid of the things which
you are about to suffer. Behold, the devil
IS about to throw some of you into prison,
that you may be tested; and you will have
oppression for ten days.

Be faithful o death, and I will give you
the crown of life.

11 He who has an ear, let him hear
what the Spirit says to the assemblies.
He who overcomes won't be harmed by
the second death.

12 "To the angel of the assembly in
Pergamum write:

"He who has the sharp two-edged
sword says these things:

13 "I know your works and where
you dwell, where Satan's throne is. You
hold firmly to my name, and didn't deny
my faith in the days of Antipas my
witness, my faithful one, who was killed
amongst you, where Satan dwells.

14 But I have a few things against
you, because you have there some who
hold the teaching of Balaam, who
taught Balak to throw a stumbling
block before the children of Israel, to
eat things sacrificed to idols, and to
commit sexual immorality.

15 So also you likewise have some
who hold to the teaching of the
Nicolaitans.

16 Repent therefore, or else T am
coming to you quickly and T will make...
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them with the sword of my mouth. 17 He
who has an ear, let him hear what the
Spirit says to the assemblies.

To him who overcomes, to him I will
give of the hidden manna, and I will give
him a white stone, and on the stone a new
name written which no one knows but he
who receives it.

18 "To the angel of the assembly in
Thyatira write: "The Son of God, who has
his eyes like a flame of fire, and his feet
are like burnished brass, says these
things:

22 Behold, I will throw
her and those who commit adultery with
her into a bed of great oppression,
unless they repent of her works.

23 T will kill her children with Death,
and all the assemblies will know that I
am he who searches the minds and
hearts. I will give to each one of you
according to your deeds.

24 But to you I say, to the rest who
are in Thyatira—as many as don't have
this teaching, who don't know what some
call 'the deep things of Satan'—to you I
say, I am not putting any other burden
on you.

25 Nevertheless, hold that which you
have firmly until T come.

26 He who overcomes, and he who
keeps my works to the end, o him T will
give authority over the nations. 27 He
will rule them with a rod of iron,
shattering them like clay pots, as I also
have received of my Father; 28 and T
will give him the morning star.

5 He who overcomes will be arrayed in
white garments, and I will in no way blot
his name out of the book of life, and I
will confess his nhame before my Father,
and before his angels.

6 He who has an ear, let him hear
what the Spirit says to the assemblies.

7 "To the angel of the assembly in
Philadelphia write: "He who is holy, he
who is true, he who has the key of
David, he who opens and no one can
shut, and who shuts and no one opens,
says these things:

8 "I know your works (behold, I
have set before you an open door,
which no one can shut), that you have a
little power, and kept my word, and
didn't deny my name.

9 Behold, I make some of the
synagogue of Satan, of those who say
they are Jews, and they are not, but
lie—behold, I will make them to come
and worship before your feet, and to
know that I have loved you.

10 Because you kept my command to
endure, I also will keep you from the
hour of testing which is to come on the
whole world, to test those who dwell on
the earth.

14 "To the angel of the assembly in
Laodicea write: "The Amen, the Faithful
and True Witness, the Beginningt of
God's creation, says these things:

15 "I know your works, that you are
neither cold nor hot. I wish you were cold
or hot.

16 So, because you are lukewarm, and
neither hot nor cold, T will vomit you out
of my mouth.

17 Because you say, 'T am rich, and
have gotten riches, and have need of
nothing,’ and don't know that you are the
wretched one, miserable, poor, blind, and
naked;

18 T counsel you to buy from me gold

..refined by fire, that you may
become rich; and white garments, that
you may clothe yourself, and that the
shame of your nakedness may not be
revealed; and eye salve to anoint your
eyes, that you may see.

19 As many as I love, I reprove and
chasten. Be zealous therefore, and
repent.

20 Behold, I stand at the door and
knock. If anyone hears my voice and
opens the door, then I will come in to
him and will dine with him, and he with
me.

21 He who overcomes, I will give to
him to sit down with me on my throne, as
T also overcame and sat down with my
Father on his throne.

22 He who has an ear, let him hear
what the Spirit says to the assemblies.”
