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Isaiah is God’s prophet to the kings of Judah in 
Jerusalem about 700 years before Jesus was 
born.  Yet Isaiah writes so much about our coming 
Savior… not only about how he will come to save 
us from our sins, but to warn us about his coming 
judgement when he comes back to rule the world!

The vision of Isaiah the son of Amoz, 
which he saw concerning Judah and 

Jerusalem, in the days of Uzziah, Jotham, 
Ahaz, and Hezekiah, kings of Judah.



Isaiah 1:2

Hear, heavens, and listen, earth; for the LORD 
has spoken: “I have nourished and brought up 
children and they have rebelled against me.”



Isaiah 1:3

“The ox knows his owner, and the 
donkey his master’s crib; but Israel 

doesn’t know. My people don’t consider.”



Isaiah 1:18

“Come now, and let’s reason together,” says 
the LORD: “Though your sins are as scarlet, 
they shall be as white as snow. Though they 
are red like crimson, they shall be as wool.”



Isaiah 1:19

“If you are willing and obedient, 
you will eat the good of the land;”



Isaiah 1:20

…”but if you refuse and rebel, you 
will be devoured with the sword; for

The foundations of the 
thresholds shook at the voice 

of him who called, and the 
house was filled with smoke. 

Isaiah see’s God’s throne and panics!



Isaiah 6:5

Then I said, “Woe is me! For I am undone, 
because I am a man of unclean lips and I live 
amongst a people of unclean lips, for my eyes 

have seen the King, the LORD of Armies!”



Isaiah 6:6

Then one of the seraphim flew to me, 
having a live coal in his hand, which he had 
taken with the tongs from off the altar. 



Isaiah 6:7

He touched my mouth with it, and said, 
“Behold, this has touched your lips; and your 
iniquity is taken away, and your sin forgiven.”



Isaiah 6:8

I heard the Lord’s voice, saying, “Whom 
shall I send, and who will go for us?” 
Then I said, “Here I am. Send me!”



A Child Is Born!
Isaiah 9:1…

Isaiah has been preaching God’s message of 
“turn from your sins or get judgement” to 
the people of Jerusalem for many months.  
Will there be any good news?  Oh yes!

Background:



Isaiah 9:1

But there shall be no more gloom for her who 
was in anguish. In the former time, he brought 
into contempt the land of Zebulun and the land 

of Naphtali; but in the latter time he has 
made it glorious, by the way of the sea, 

beyond the Jordan, Galilee of the nations.

Isaiah sees the first future coming of Jesus!



Isaiah 9:2

The people who walked in darkness have seen 
a great light. The light has shined on those 

who lived in the land of the shadow of death.



Isaiah 9:3

You have multiplied the nation. 
You have increased their joy.

Suddenly, Isaiah sees the 
second future coming of 
Jesus the King coming in 
glory to save his people.



Isaiah 9:6

For a child is born to us. A son is given to us; and 
the government will be on his shoulders. His 

name will be called Wonderful Counsellor, Mighty 
God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace. 



Isaiah 9:7

Of the increase of his government and of peace there 
shall be no end, on David’s throne, and on his kingdom, 
to establish it, and to uphold it with justice and with 
righteousness from that time on, even forever. The 

zeal of the LORD of Armies will perform this.



Isaiah 11:1

A shoot will come out of the stock of Jesse, 
and a branch out of his roots will bear fruit.

This King will be from the line 
of King David as promised…



Isaiah 11:2

The LORD’s Spirit will rest on him: the spirit of wisdom 
and understanding, the spirit of counsel and might, the 

spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the LORD.



Isaiah 11:3

His delight will be in the fear of the LORD. 
He will not judge by the sight of his eyes, 
neither decide by the hearing of his ears;



Isaiah 11:4

…but he will judge the poor with righteousness, and 
decide with equity for the humble of the earth. He 
will strike the earth with the rod of his mouth; and 
with the breath of his lips he will kill the wicked.



Isaiah 11:5

Righteousness will be the belt 
around his waist, and faithfulness 

the belt around his waist.



Isaiah 11:6

The wolf will live with the lamb, and the 
leopard will lie down with the young goat, the 

calf, the young lion, and the fattened calf 
together; and a little child will lead them.

When the Kingdom of 
God comes to earth…



Isaiah 11:7

The cow and the bear 
will graze.  Their young 

ones will lie down 
together. The lion will 
eat straw like the ox.



Isaiah 11:8

The nursing child will play near a 
cobra’s hole, and the weaned child 
will put his hand on the viper’s den.



Isaiah 11:9

They will not hurt nor destroy in all 
my holy mountain; for the earth will 

be full of the knowledge of the 
LORD, as the waters cover the sea.



Isaiah 11:10

It will happen in that day that the 
nations will seek the root of Jesse, who 
stands as a banner of the peoples; and 

his resting place will be glorious.

When the glorious King from 
the line of David rules…

Isaiah 24:1…

After seeing the future vision of God-the-Son 
(King Jesus) coming to rescue his people and to 
set up his Kingdom on earth, Isaiah is taken back 
to see God pouring out his wrath on a sinful world, 
and then... He sees him destroy death itself!

Isaiah 24:1

Behold, the LORD makes the earth 
empty, makes it waste, turns it upside 

down, and scatters its inhabitants.

God’s wrath begins…



Isaiah 24:2

It will be as with the people, so 
with the priest; as with the 

servant, so with his master; as with 
the maid, so with her mistress;

See Revelation 9



Isaiah 24:2

…as with the buyer, so with the seller; as with 
the creditor, so with the debtor; as with the 

taker of interest, so with the giver of interest.



Isaiah 24:3

The earth will be utterly emptied 
and utterly laid waste; for the 

LORD has spoken this word.



Isaiah 24:5

The earth also is polluted under 
its inhabitants, because they 
have transgressed the laws, 
violated the statutes, and 

broken the everlasting covenant.



Isaiah 24:6

Therefore the curse has devoured the 
earth, and those who dwell therein are 

found guilty.  Therefore the inhabitants of 
the earth are burnt, and few men are left.



Isaiah 7:5

These shall lift up their voice. They will shout for the 
majesty of the LORD. They cry aloud from the sea. 

The King sees his people…



Isaiah 24:15

Therefore glorify the LORD in the 
east, even the name of the LORD, the 

God of Israel, in the islands of the sea!

Jesus and his angels sneak 
into cities to save his people.

For, behold, the LORD comes out of 
his place to punish the inhabitants 

of the earth for their iniquity.



Isaiah 27:1

…the fleeing serpent, and leviathan, 
the twisted serpent; and he will kill 

the dragon that is in the sea.

In that day, the LORD 
with his hard and great 
and strong sword will 

punish leviathan…



Isaiah 27:13

It will happen in that day that a great trumpet will 
be blown; and those who were ready to perish in the 
land of Assyria, and those who were outcasts in the 
land of Egypt, shall come; and they will worship the 

LORD in the holy mountain at Jerusalem.



Lip Service to God!
Isaiah 29:1…

Now Isaiah writes about our human 
hypocrisy when we say we follow God, 
but live like we don’t.  May God’s mercy 
deliver us from our sinful selves!

Isaiah 29:13

The Lord said, “Because this people draws 
near with their mouth and honours me with 

their lips, but they have removed their heart 
far from me, and their fear of me is a 

commandment of men which has been taught;“



Isaiah 29:14

…”therefore, behold, I will proceed to do a 
marvellous work amongst this people, even a 

marvellous work and a wonder; and the wisdom of 
their wise men will perish, and the understanding 

of their prudent men will be hidden.”



Isaiah 29:15

Woe to those who deeply hide their 
counsel from the LORD, and whose 
deeds are in the dark, and who say, 

“Who sees us?” and “Who knows us?” 



Isaiah 29:16

You turn things upside down! Should the potter 
be thought to be like clay, that the thing made 
should say about him who made it, “He didn’t 

make me;” or the thing formed say of him who 
formed it, “He has no understanding?”

Some still believe they 
came from monkeys…



Isaiah 29:22

Therefore the LORD, who redeemed 
Abraham, says concerning the house of 

Jacob: “Jacob shall no longer be ashamed, 
neither shall his face grow pale.

But many turn to God when 
they see the enemy coming!



Isaiah 29:23

But when he sees his children, the work 
of my hands, in the middle of him, they 

will sanctify my name. Yes, they will 
sanctify the Holy One of Jacob, and will 

stand in awe of the God of Israel. 



Isaiah 29:24

They also who err in spirit will come 
to understanding, and those who 
grumble will receive instruction.



Isaiah 30:18

Therefore the LORD will wait, that he 
may be gracious to you; and therefore he 
will be exalted, that he may have mercy 
on you, for the LORD is a God of justice.

Isaiah is now halfway through the book, and we see 
that the “Day of the Lord” includes the Messiah 
fighting in other places in addition to Jerusalem.

Isaiah 34:2

For the LORD is enraged against all the nations, and 
angry with all their armies. He has utterly destroyed 

them. He has given them over for slaughter.



Isaiah 34:4

All of the army of the sky will be 
dissolved. The sky will be rolled up like a 

scroll, and all its armies will fade away, as 
a leaf fades from off a vine or a fig tree.



Isaiah 34:5

For my sword has drunk its fill in the sky. 
Behold, it will come down on Edom, and on 
the people of my curse, for judgement.



Isaiah 34:6

…for the LORD has a sacrifice in Bozrah, 
and a great slaughter in the land of Edom.



Isaiah 34:8

For the LORD has a day of vengeance, a 
year of recompense for the cause of Zion.



Isaiah 34:10

…Its smoke will go up forever. From 
generation to generation, it will lie waste.



Isaiah 35:1

The wilderness and the dry land will be glad. 
The desert will rejoice and blossom like a rose.



Isaiah 35:2

It will blossom abundantly, and rejoice even with 
joy and singing. Lebanon’s glory will be given to it, 
the excellence of Carmel and Sharon. They will 

see the LORD’s glory, the excellence of our God.



Isaiah 35:2

Strengthen the weak hands, and 
make the feeble knees firm.



Isaiah 35:4

Tell those who have a fearful heart, “Be 
strong!

Make a 
level highway in the desert for our God.”

Isaiah sees John the Baptist (See 
Matthew 3:3; Mark 1:3; and Luke 3:4)



Isaiah 40:4

Every valley shall be exalted, and 
every mountain and hill shall be 

made low. The uneven shall be made 
level, and the rough places a plain.



Isaiah 40:5

“The LORD’s glory shall be revealed, 
and all flesh shall see it together; for 
the mouth of the LORD has spoken it.”



Isaiah 40:10

Behold, the Lord GOD will come as a mighty one, 
and his arm will rule for him. Behold, his reward 

is with him, and his recompense before him.

See Rev 22:12



Isaiah 40:11

He will feed his flock like a shepherd. 
He will gather the lambs in his arm, and 
carry them in his bosom.

Lift up your eyes on high, and see who has created 
these, who brings out their army by number. He calls 
them all by name; by the greatness of his might, and 

because he is strong in power, not one is lacking.



Isaiah 40:28

Haven’t you known? Haven’t you heard? The 
everlasting God, the LORD, the Creator of 

the ends of the earth, doesn’t faint. He isn’t 
weary. His understanding is unsearchable.



Isaiah 40:29

He gives power to the weak. He increases 
the strength of him who has no might.



Isaiah 40:30

Even the youths faint and get weary, 
and the young men utterly fall;



Isaiah 40:31

…but those who wait for the LORD will 
renew their strength. They will mount up 
with wings like eagles. They will run, and 

not be weary. They will walk, and not faint.



Isaiah 42:1

“Behold, my servant, whom I uphold, my chosen, 
in whom my soul delights: I have put my Spirit 
on him. He will bring justice to the nations.”



Isaiah 42:2

He will not shout, nor raise his voice, 
nor cause it to be heard in the street.



Isaiah 42:3

He won’t break a bruised reed. He won’t quench a 
dimly burning wick. He will faithfully bring justice.



Isaiah 42:4

He will not fail nor be discouraged, 
until he has set justice in the earth, 

and the islands wait for his law.



Isaiah 42:5

God the LORD, he who created the heavens and 
stretched them out, he who spread out the earth 

and that which comes out of it, he who gives breath 
to its people and spirit to those who walk in it, says:



Isaiah 42:6

“I, the LORD, have called you in 
righteousness.  I will hold your hand. I 

will keep you, and make you a covenant for 
the people, as a light for the nations,”



Isaiah 42:7

…”to open the blind eyes, to bring the 
prisoners out of the dungeon, and those 
who sit in darkness out of the prison.”

I am the first and the last!
Isaiah 43:25…

Jesus and his warriors are ready to 
continue their mission to search and 
rescue His people from their enemies.

“I, even I, am he who blots 
out your transgressions for 
my own sake; and I will not 

remember your sins.”



Isaiah 44:6

This is what the LORD, the King of Israel, 
and his Redeemer, the LORD of Armies, 
says: “I am the first, and I am the last; 

and besides me there is no God.”

Revelation 2:8



Isaiah 44:21

“Remember these things, Jacob and 
Israel, for you are my servant. I have 

formed you. You are my servant. Israel, 
you will not be forgotten by me.”



Isaiah 44:22

“I have blotted out, as a thick 
cloud, your transgressions, and, 
as a cloud, your sins. Return to 
me, for I have redeemed you.”

“Can a woman forget her nursing child, that she 
should not have compassion on the son of her womb? 

Yes, these may forget, yet I will not forget you!”



Isaiah 51:13

Have you forgotten the LORD your 
Maker, who stretched out the heavens, 
and laid the foundations of the earth?



700 years before Jesus was born, Isaiah records 
this poem about the first coming of Jesus, when he 
would become a man, suffer and die to save us from 
our sins, and how God would raise him from the dead!

The Suffering Servant
Isaiah 52:13…



Isaiah 52:13

Behold, my servant will deal wisely. He will be 
exalted and lifted up, and will be very high.



Isaiah 52:14

Just as many were astonished at you— his 
appearance was marred more than any man, 
and his form more than the sons of men—

See Gospel Of John 
beginning in Chapter 15



Isaiah 52:15

…so he will cleanse many nations. Kings will shut 
their mouths at him; for they will see that 
which had not been told them, and they will 
understand that which they had not heard.



Isaiah 53:1

Who has believed our message? To whom 
has the LORD’s arm been revealed?



Isaiah 53:2

For he grew up before him as a tender plant, 
and as a root out of dry ground. He has no 
good looks or majesty. When we see him, 

there is no beauty that we should desire him.

Betrayed by Judas’ kiss.



Isaiah 53:3

He was despised and rejected by men, a man 
of suffering and acquainted with disease. He 

was despised as one from whom men hide 
their face; and we didn’t respect him.

Jesus heals even during his betrayal.



Isaiah 53:4

Surely he has borne our sickness and 
carried our suffering; yet we considered 
him plagued, struck by God, and afflicted.

Jesus gets abused during his interrogation 
at the house of the High Priest.



Isaiah 53:5

But he was pierced for our transgressions. He was 
crushed for our iniquities. The punishment that brought 
our peace was on him; and by his wounds we are healed.



Isaiah 53:6

All we like sheep have gone astray. Everyone 
has turned to his own way; and the LORD 

has laid on him the iniquity of us all.



Isaiah 53:7

He was oppressed, yet when he was afflicted he 
didn’t open his mouth. As a lamb that is led to 
the slaughter, and as a sheep that before its 
shearers is silent, so he didn’t open his mouth.

Jews and Gentiles (non-Jews) 
demanded his death.



Isaiah 53:8

He was taken away by oppression and judgement. 
As for his generation, who considered that he 
was cut off out of the land of the living and 
stricken for the disobedience of my people?



Isaiah 53:9

They made his grave with the wicked, and with 
a rich man in his death, although he had done 
no violence, nor was any deceit in his mouth.



Isaiah 53:10

Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise him. He has caused 
him to suffer. When you make his soul an offering for 
sin, he will see his offspring. He will prolong his days 

and the LORD’s pleasure will prosper in his hand.

Mary Magdalena was the 
first to see Jesus after his 
resurrection from the dead!



Isaiah 53:11

After the suffering of his soul, he will see 
the light and be satisfied. My righteous 

servant will justify many by the knowledge 
of himself; and he will bear their iniquities.



Isaiah 53:12

Therefore I will give him a portion with the 
great. He will divide the plunder with the 

strong, because he poured out his soul to death 
and was counted with the transgressors; 



Isaiah 53:12

…yet he bore the sins of many and made 
intercession for the transgressors.

“For a small moment I have forsaken you, 
but I will gather you with great mercies.”

Why are the righteous 
taken away?

Isaiah 57:1

The righteous perish, and no one lays 
it to heart. Merciful men are taken 
away, and no one considers that the 

righteous is taken away from the evil.



Isaiah 57:2

He enters into peace. They rest in their 
beds, each one who walks in his uprightness.



Isaiah 57:20

But the wicked are like 
the troubled sea; for it 
can’t rest and its waters 

cast up mire and mud.



Isaiah 57:21

“There is no peace”, says my God, “for the wicked.”



Isaiah 59:1

Behold, the LORD’s hand is not shortened, that 
it can’t save; nor his ear dull, that it can’t hear.



Isaiah 59:2

But your iniquities have separated you and 
your God, and your sins have hidden his 
face from you, so that he will not hear.



Isaiah 59:3
