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Absalom is planning to take the kingdom of 
Israel away from his own father, King David!

But Absalom sent spies throughout all the 
tribes of Israel, saying, “As soon as you 
hear the sound of the trumpet, then you 
shall say, ‘Absalom is king in Hebron!’ ”
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2 Samuel 15:11

Two hundred men went with Absalom out of 
Jerusalem, who were invited, and went in their 

simplicity; and they didn’t know anything.
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2 Samuel 15:12

The conspiracy was strong, for the people 
increased continually with Absalom.
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2 Samuel 15:13

A messenger came to David, saying, “The hearts 
of the men of Israel are after Absalom.”
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2 Samuel 15:14

David said to all his servants who were with 
him at Jerusalem, “Arise! Let’s flee, or else 

none of us will escape from Absalom.” 
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2 Samuel 15:14

“Hurry to depart, lest he overtake us 
quickly and bring down evil on us, and strike 

the city with the edge of the sword.”
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2 Samuel 15:16

The king left ten women, who were 
concubines, to keep the house.
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2 Samuel 15:23

All the country wept with a loud 
voice, and all the people passed over.
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2 Samuel 15:23

The king also himself passed over the 
brook Kidron, and all the people passed 
over towards the way of the wilderness.
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2 Samuel 15:24

Behold, Zadok also came, and all the Levites 
with him, bearing the ark of the covenant of 

God; and they set down God’s ark;
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2 Samuel 15:25

The king said to Zadok, “Carry God’s ark 
back into the city. If I find favour in the 
LORD’s eyes, he will bring me again, and 

show me both it and his habitation;”
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2 Samuel 15:26

“…but if he says, ‘I have no delight in you,’ behold, 
here I am. Let him do to me as seems good to him.”
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2 Samuel 15:29

Zadok therefore and Abiathar carried God’s 
ark to Jerusalem again; and they stayed there.
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2 Samuel 15:30

David went up by the ascent of the Mount 
of Olives, and wept as he went up; and he 
had his head covered and went barefoot.
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2 Samuel 15:30

All the people who were with him each covered his 
head, and they went up, weeping as they went up.
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2 Samuel 15:32

When David had come to the top, where God was 
worshipped, behold, Hushai the Archite came to 

meet him with his tunic torn and earth on his head.
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2 Samuel 15:34

[David said to Hushai]: “If you return to the 
city, and tell Absalom, ‘I will be your servant, O 

king. As I have been your father’s servant in 
time past, so I will now be your servant; then will 
you defeat for me the counsel of Ahithophel.’ “
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2 Samuel 15:35

“Don’t you have Zadok and Abiathar the 
priests there with you? Therefore whatever 

you hear out of the king’s house, tell it to 
Zadok and Abiathar the priests.”
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2 Samuel 16:5

When king David came to Bahurim, behold, a 
man of the family of Saul’s house came out, 
whose name was Shimei, the son of Gera. 

Shimei appears…
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2 Samuel 16:5-6

He came out and cursed as he came. He cast stones 
at David and at all the servants of king David.
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2 Samuel 16:7

Shimei said when he cursed, “Be gone, be gone, 
you man of blood, and wicked fellow! The LORD 

has returned on you all the blood of Saul’s 
house, in whose place you have reigned!”
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2 Samuel 16:8

“The LORD has delivered the kingdom into the hand 
of Absalom your son! Behold, you are caught by your 

own mischief, because you are a man of blood!”
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2 Samuel 16:9

Then Abishai the son of Zeruiah said to the king, 
“Why should this dead dog curse my lord the king? 

Please let me go over and take off his head.”
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2 Samuel 16:10

The king said, “What have I to do with you, you 
sons of Zeruiah? Because he curses, and because 

the LORD has said to him, ‘Curse David,’ who 
then shall say, ‘Why have you done so?’ ”
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2 Samuel 16:11

[David said]: “Behold, my son, who came out of 
my bowels, seeks my life.  How much more this 
Benjamite, now? Leave him alone, and let him 

curse; for the LORD has invited him.”
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2 Samuel 16:12

“It may be that the LORD will look on the 
wrong done to me, and that the LORD will 

repay me good for the cursing of me today.”
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2 Samuel 16:13

So David and his men went by the way; and Shimei 
went along on the hillside opposite him and cursed 
as he went, threw stones at him, and threw dust.
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2 Samuel 16:15

Absalom and all the people, the men of Israel, 
came to Jerusalem, and Ahithophel with him.
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2 Samuel 16:20

Then Absalom said to Ahithophel, 
“Give your counsel what we shall do.”
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2 Samuel 16:23

Ahithophel said to Absalom, “Go in to your father’s 
concubines that he has left to keep the house. Then all 
Israel will hear that you are abhorred by your father. 
Then the hands of all who are with you will be strong.”
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2 Samuel 17:1

Moreover Ahithophel said to Absalom, “Let 
me now choose twelve thousand men, and I 
will arise and pursue after David tonight.”
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2 Samuel 17:2

“I will come on him while he is weary and 
exhausted, and will make him afraid.”

Ahithophel imagines 
David’s defeat!
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2 Samuel 17:3

“All the people who are with him will 
flee. I will strike the king only, and I 
will bring back all the people to you.”

Ahithophel imagines putting 
his foot on David’s neck!
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2 Samuel 17:7

Hushai said to Absalom, “The counsel that 
Ahithophel has given this time is not good.”
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2 Samuel 17:11

“But I counsel that all Israel be gathered 
together to you, from Dan even to Beersheba, 
as the sand that is by the sea for multitude; 
and that you go to battle in your own person.” 

Hushai is really 
David’s spy!
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2 Samuel 17:12

“So we will come on him in some place where he 
will be found, and we will light on him as the dew 

falls on the ground, then we will not leave so much 
as one of him and of all the men who are with him.”

Hushai pretends to 
imagine David’s defeat!
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2 Samuel 17:14

Absalom and all the men of Israel said, “The 
counsel of Hushai the Archite is better than the 

counsel of Ahithophel.”  For the LORD had ordained 
to defeat the good counsel of Ahithophel, to the 

intent that the LORD might bring evil on Absalom.

Ahithophel leaves 
to kill himself

Then 
they both went away quickly and came to the 
house of a man in Bahurim, who had a well in 

his court; and they went down there.
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2 Samuel 17:19

The woman took and spread the covering 
over the well’s mouth, and spread out 

crushed grain on it; and nothing was known.
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2 Samuel 17:20

Absalom’s servants came to the woman to the 
house; and they said, “Where are Ahimaaz 
and Jonathan?” The woman said to them, 

“They have gone over the brook of water.”

The woman tricks Absalom’s 
men to run the wrong way ☺
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2 Samuel 17:21

When they had sought and could not find 
them, they returned to Jerusalem.  After 
they had departed, they came up out of 
the well and went and told king David; 
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2 Samuel 17:21

[Jonathan and Ahimaaz said to David]: 
“Arise and pass quickly over the water; for 
thus has Ahithophel counselled against you.”
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2 Samuel 17:22

Then David arose, and all the people who were 
with him, and they passed over the Jordan. By 
the morning light there lacked not one of them 

who had not gone over the Jordan.
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2 Samuel 17:24

Then David came to Mahanaim.  
Absalom passed over the Jordan, he 
and all the men of Israel with him. 

Absalom!
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2 Samuel 18:1

David counted the people who were 
with him, and set captains of thousands 

and captains of hundreds over them. 
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2 Samuel 18:5

The king commanded Joab and Abishai and Ittai, 
saying, “Deal gently for my sake with the young 

man Absalom.” All the people heard when the king 
commanded all the captains concerning Absalom.
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2 Samuel 18:6

So the people went 
out into the field 

against Israel; and 
the battle was in the 
forest of Ephraim. 
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2 Samuel 18:7

The people of Israel were struck there before 
David’s servants, and there was a great slaughter 

there that day of twenty thousand men.
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2 Samuel 18:8

For the battle was there spread over 
the surface of all the country, and 
the forest devoured more people 

that day than the sword devoured.

called Absalom’s 
monument, to 

this day.
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2 Samuel 18:24

Now David was sitting between the two gates; 
and the watchman went up to the roof of the 

gate to the wall, and lifted up his eyes and 
looked, and, behold, a man running alone.
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2 Samuel 18:27

The watchman said, “I think the 
running of the first one is like the 

running of Ahimaaz the son of Zadok.”
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2 Samuel 18:28

Ahimaaz called, and said to the king, “All is well.”
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2 Samuel 18:28

He bowed himself before the king with his face 
to the earth, and said, “Blessed is the LORD 
your God, who has delivered up the men who 

lifted up their hand against my lord the king!”
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2 Samuel 18:32

The king said to the Cushite, “Is it 
well with the young man Absalom?”
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2 Samuel 18:32

The Cushite answered, “May the enemies of 
my lord the king, and all who rise up against 

you to do you harm, be as that young man is.”
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2 Samuel 18:33

The king was much moved, and went up 
to the room over the gate and wept. 
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2 Samuel 18:33

As he went, he said, “My son Absalom!    
My son, my son Absalom! I wish I had died 
instead of you, Absalom, my son, my son!”
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2 Samuel 19:1

Joab was told, “Behold, the king 
weeps and mourns for Absalom.” 
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2 Samuel 19:2

The victory that day was turned into mourning 
amongst all the people, for the people heard it 
said that day, “The king grieves for his son.”
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2 Samuel 19:3

The people sneaked into the city that 
day, as people who are ashamed steal 

away when they flee in battle.
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2 Samuel 19:5

Joab came into the house to the king, and said, 
“Today you have shamed the faces of all your 

servants who today have saved your life…”
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2 Samuel 19:6

“…in that you love those who hate you and hate 
those who love you. For you have declared today 
that princes and servants are nothing to you.” 
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2 Samuel 19:6

“For today I perceive that if Absalom 
had lived and we had all died today, 
then it would have pleased you well.”
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2 Samuel 19:7

“Now therefore arise, go out and speak to comfort 
your servants; for I swear by the LORD, if you don’t 

go out, not a man will stay with you this night.”
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2 Samuel 19:7

“That would be worse to you than all the evil that 
has happened to you from your youth until now.”
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2 Samuel 19:8

Then the king arose and sat 
in the gate. The people were 
all told, “Behold, the king is 

sitting in the gate.”
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2 Samuel 19:10

[After Absalom’s army ran back to the city, they 
said to each other]: “Absalom, whom we anointed 

over us, is dead in battle.  Now therefore why 
don’t you speak a word of bringing the king back?”
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2 Samuel 19:15

Judah came to Gilgal, to go to meet the 
king, to bring the king over the Jordan.
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1 Kings 1:1

[18 years later…] Now king David was old 
and advanced in years; and they covered him 

with clothes, but he couldn’t keep warm. 
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1 Kings 1:5

Then Adonijah the son of Haggith [also David’s 
son] exalted himself, saying, “I will be king.”
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1 Kings 1:5

Then he [Adonijah] prepared him chariots and 
horsemen, and fifty men to run before him.
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1 Kings 1:15

Bathsheba went in to the king in his 
room. The king was very old; and Abishag 

the Shunammite was serving the king.
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1 Kings 1:16

Bathsheba bowed and showed respect to the 
king. The king said, “What would you like?”
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1 Kings 1:17

She said to him, “My lord, you swore by the LORD your 
God to your servant, ‘Assuredly Solomon your son shall 

reign after me, and he shall sit on my throne.’ “
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1 Kings 1:18

“Now, behold, Adonijah reigns; and 
you, my lord the king, don’t know it.”
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1 Kings 1:20

“You, my lord the king, the eyes of all Israel are 
on you, that you should tell them who will sit on 

the throne of my lord the king after him.”
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1 Kings 1:21

“Otherwise it will happen, when my lord the 
king sleeps with his fathers, that I and my 
son Solomon will be considered criminals.”
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1 Kings 1:29-30

The king vowed and said, “As the LORD lives, who 
has redeemed my soul out of all adversity, most 

certainly as I swore to you by the LORD, the God 
of Israel, saying, ‘Assuredly Solomon your son 

shall reign after me, and he shall sit on my throne 
in my place;’ I will most certainly do this today.”
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1 Kings 1:31

Then Bathsheba bowed with her face to the 
earth and showed respect to the king, and 
said, “Let my lord king David live forever!”
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1 Kings 1:39

Zadok the priest took the horn of oil from the Tent, 
and anointed Solomon. They blew the trumpet; and all 

the people said, “Long live king Solomon!”
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1 Kings 1:50

Adonijah was afraid because of 
Solomon; and he arose, and went, and 

hung onto the horns of the altar. 
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1 Kings 1:52

Solomon said, “If he shows himself a worthy 
man, not a hair of his shall fall to the earth; 

but if wickedness is found in him, he shall die.”
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1 Kings 2:10

David slept with his fathers, 
and was buried in David’s city.
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1 Kings 2:12

Solomon sat on David his father’s throne; 
and his kingdom was firmly established.
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1 Kings 3:3

Solomon loved the LORD, walking in the 
statutes of David his father, except that he 

sacrificed and burnt incense in the high places.
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1 Kings 3:4

The king went to Gibeon to sacrifice 
there, for that was the great high place.
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1 Kings 3:5

In Gibeon, the LORD appeared to 
Solomon in a dream by night; and God 
said, “Ask for what I should give you.”
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1 Kings 3:9

“Give your servant therefore an understanding 
heart to judge your people, that I may discern 
between good and evil; for who is able to judge 

this great people of yours?”

…nor have you asked for riches for yourself, nor have 
you asked for the life of your enemies, but have 

asked for yourself understanding to discern justice, 
behold, I have done according to your word.”

God said to him, “Because you have asked this

“Behold, I have given you a wise and 
understanding heart, so that there 
has been no one like you before you,

People of all nations came to hear the 
wisdom of Solomon, sent by all kings of 
the earth who had heard of his wisdom.

“Behold, I intend to build a house for the name of the 
LORD my God, as the LORD spoke to David my father, 

saying, ‘Your son, whom I will set on your throne in 
your place shall build the house for my name.’ ”
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1 Kings 5:15

Solomon had seventy thousand who bore 
burdens, and eighty thousand who were stone 
cutters in the mountains, besides Solomon’s 

chief officers who were over the work.
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1 Kings 5:17

The king commanded, and they cut out large 
stones, costly stones, to lay the foundation 

of the house with worked stone. 
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1 Kings 6:2

The house which king Solomon built for the 
LORD had a length of sixty cubits [90 ft], 

and its width twenty [30 feet], and its 
height thirty cubits [45 feet]. 
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1 Kings 7:51

Thus all the work that king 
Solomon did in the LORD’s 

house was finished. 
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1 Kings 8:4

They brought up the LORD’s ark, the Tent of Meeting, 
and all the holy vessels that were in the Tent.
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1 Kings 9:2

The LORD appeared to Solomon the second 
time, as he had appeared to him at Gibeon.
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1 Kings 9:3

“I [God] have made this house holy, which you 
[Solomon] have built, to put my name there forever; 

and my eyes and my heart shall be there perpetually.”
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1 Kings 9:6

…but go and serve other gods and 
worship them, then I will cut off Israel 

out of the land which I have given them.”

“But if you turn away from following me…
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1 Kings 11:1

Now king Solomon loved many foreign women, 
together with the daughter of Pharaoh.
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1 Kings 11:4

When Solomon was old, his wives turned away 
his heart after other gods; and his heart was 

not perfect with the LORD his God.
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1 Kings 11:11

Therefore the LORD said to Solomon, “Because this is 
done by you, and you have not kept my covenant and my 

statutes, which I have commanded you, I will surely tear 
the kingdom from you, and will give it to your servant.”
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1 Kings 11:13

“However, I will not tear away all the 
kingdom; but I will give one tribe to your 
son, for David my servant’s sake, and for 
Jerusalem’s sake which I have chosen.”
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1 Kings 11:43

Solomon slept with his fathers, and was 
buried in his father David’s city; and 

Rehoboam his son reigned in his place.
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1 Kings 12:4

Jeroboam and all the assembly of Israel came, and 
spoke to [king] Rehoboam, saying, “Your father 

made our yoke difficult. Now therefore make the 
hard service of your father, and his heavy yoke 

which he put on us, lighter, and we will serve you.”
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1 Kings 12:16

When all Israel saw that the king didn’t listen to 
them, the people answered the king, saying, 

“What portion have we in David? We don’t have 
an inheritance in the son of Jesse. To your tents, 

Israel! Now see to your own house, David.”

So the king [Jeroboam] took counsel, and
made two calves of gold; and he said to them, 
“It is too much for you to go up to Jerusalem. 

Look and behold your gods, Israel, which 
brought you up out of the land of Egypt!”
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1 Kings 12:29

This thing became a sin, for the people went even 
as far as Dan to worship before the one there.

He [king Jeroboam] set the one [golden calf] 
in Bethel, and the other he put in Dan.
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1 Kings 13:1

Behold, a man of God came out of Judah by 
the LORD’s word to Bethel; and Jeroboam 
was standing by the altar to burn incense. 
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1 Kings 13:2

‘Behold, a son will be born to David’s house, 
Josiah by name. On you he will sacrifice the 

priests of the high places who burn incense on 
you, and they will burn men’s bones on you.’ ”

He cried against the altar by the LORD’s 
word, and said, “Altar! Altar! the LORD says:
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1 Kings 13:4

When the king heard the saying of the man of God, 
which he cried against the altar in Bethel, Jeroboam 
put out his hand from the altar, saying, “Seize him!”
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1 Kings 13:4

His hand, which he put out against him, dried up, 
so that he could not draw it back again to himself.
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1 Kings 13:6

The king answered the man of God, “Now intercede 
for the favour of the LORD your God, and pray for 

me, that my hand may be restored me again.”
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1 Kings 13:6

The man of God interceded with the LORD, 
and the king’s hand was restored to him 

again, and became as it was before.
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1 Kings 13:33

After this thing, Jeroboam didn’t turn from 
his evil way, but again made priests of the 
high places from amongst all the people. 
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1 Kings 13:34

This thing became sin to the house of 
Jeroboam, even to cut it off and to destroy 

it from off the surface of the earth.

There was war between Asa [king of Judah] 
and Baasha king of Israel all their days.

Destroying the idols!
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1 Kings 15:25

Nadab the son of Jeroboam began to reign 
over Israel in the second year of Asa king of 
Judah; and he reigned over Israel two years.
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1 Kings 15:26

He [King Nadab] did that which was 
evil in the LORD’s sight, and walked 
in the way of his father, and in his 

sin with which he made Israel to sin.
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1 Kings 15:29

Baasha killed him [King Nabat] and 
reigned in his place. As soon as he was 

king, he struck all the house of Jeroboam. 
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1 Kings 15:29

He [king Baasha] didn’t leave to Jeroboam any 
who breathed, until he had destroyed him, 

according to the saying of the LORD, which he 
spoke by his servant Ahijah the Shilonite.
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1 Kings 15:34

He [Baasha] did that which was evil in the LORD’s 
sight, and walked in the way of Jeroboam, and in 

his sin with which he made Israel to sin.
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1 Kings 16:1-4

The LORD’s word came… 
against Baasha, saying, 

“Because I exalted you out 
of the dust and made you 

prince over my people 
Israel, and you have walked 
in the way of Jeroboam and 
have made my people Israel 

to sin, to provoke me to 
anger with their sins, 

behold, I will utterly sweep 
away Baasha and his house;”

Now he [Elah – king of Israel] was in Tirzah, drinking 
himself drunk in the house of Arza… and Zimri went in 
and struck him and killed him in the twenty-seventh 
year of Asa king of Judah, and reigned in his place.

Zimri kills King Elah

When he began to reign, as soon as he sat on his 
throne, he attacked all the house of Baasha.

King Zimri
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1 Kings 16:16

The people who were encamped heard that Zimri 
had conspired, and had also killed the king. 

Therefore all Israel made Omri, the captain of 
the army, king over Israel that day in the camp.

King Omri
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1 Kings 16:17

Omri went up from Gibbethon, and all 
Israel with him, and they besieged Tirzah.
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1 Kings 16:18

When Zimri saw that the city was taken, he went 
into the fortified part of the king’s house and burnt 

the king’s house over him with fire, and died…
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1 Kings 16:19

[Zimri died…] for his sins which he sinned in 
doing that which was evil in the LORD’s 

sight, in walking in the way of Jeroboam, and 
in his sin which he did to make Israel to sin.
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1 Kings 16:25-26

Omri [king of Israel] did that which was evil in 
the LORD’s sight, and dealt wickedly above all 
who were before him…. to provoke the LORD, 

the God of Israel, to anger with their vanities.
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1 Kings 16:29

In the thirty-eighth year 
of Asa king of Judah, Ahab 
the son of Omri began to 

reign over Israel.

Elijah the Tishbite, who was one of the

After many days, the LORD’s word came to Elijah, 
in the third year, saying, “Go, show yourself to 

Ahab; and I will send rain on the earth.”
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1 Kings 18:2

Elijah went to show himself to Ahab. 
The famine was severe in Samaria. 
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1 Kings 18:17

When Ahab saw Elijah, Ahab said to him, 
“Is that you, you troubler of Israel?”
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1 Kings 18:18

He answered, “I have not troubled Israel, but you and 
your father’s house, in that you have forsaken the 

LORD’s commandments and you have followed the Baals.”
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1 Kings 18:19

“Now therefore send, and gather to me all Israel to 
Mount Carmel, and four hundred and fifty of the 

prophets of Baal, and four hundred of the prophets 
of the Asherah, who eat at Jezebel’s table.”

So Ahab sent to all the children of Israel, and
gathered the prophets together to Mount Carmel.
