Therefore she ran and came to Simon Peter and to 
the other disciple whom Jesus loved, and said to 
them, òThey have taken away the Lord out of the 
tomb, and we donõt know where they have laid him!ó

Therefore Peter and the other disciple 
went out, and they went towards the tomb.
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John 20:4 - 5

They both ran together. The other 
disciple outran Peter, and came to 

the tomb first. Stooping and 
looking in, he saw the linen cloths 
lying, yet he didnõt enter in.

John 20:12

So as she wept, she stooped and looked 
into the tomb, and she saw two angels in 
white sitting, one at the head, and one at 

the feet, where the body of Jesus had lain.

They asked her, òWoman, why are you weeping?ó
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John 20:13

She said to them, òBecause they have 
taken away my Lord, and I donõt know 

where they have laid him.ó
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John 20:14

When she had said this, she turned around and saw 
Jesus standing, and didnõt know that it was Jesus.

Jesus said to her, òWoman, why are 
you weeping? Who are you looking for?ó

She, supposing him to be the gardener, said to him, 
òSir, if you have carried him away, tell me where

She turned and said to him, òRabboni!ó 
which is to say, òTeacher!ó

Jesus said to her, òDonõt hold me, for 
I havenõt yet ascended to my Father;ó

òBut go to my brothers and tell them, 
ôI am ascending to my Father and your 
Father, to my God and your God.õó

disciples that she had seen the Lord, and 

that he had said these things to her.

When therefore it was evening on that day, the 
first day of the week, and when the doors were 
locked where the disciples were assembled, for 
fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood in the
